Student could include any of the following in their 
research

�  Explore events in the process from tree to paper 
�  Investigate the properties and uses of paper 

(strength, absorbency, microscopic structure etc.) 
�  Visit a recycling plant 
�  Make recycled paper 
�  Find out what happens to paper when it is put in 

recycling bins 
�  Students are encouraged to use a variety of research 

methods including planning, as well as conducting, 
an evaluation of their own investigations to support 
their findings.
